The evaluation will be made comprehensively based on the participation,
assignments, reports and the PA. The contents may change depending on the number of

participants.

Students will discuss what they
know about the topic in class. After that, students will learn necessary knowledge and skills
for PA, decide the contents according to their interests and prepare. Then an authentic PA
with the help of Japanese volunteers will take place.

PA includes discussion, presentation, conversation, interview etc. After the PA, students will

reflect on their process and outcome.
